Download the Holiday Treasure hunt.  Delete the clues that do not pertain to your chosen holiday.  Print out the hunt.

1. Put a small treat where each answer is located in your house.  Give the children the clues and let them find the treats.

2. Pick something to use as counters such as legos, linking cubes, or small counters.  Put one where each answer is located in you house.  Instruct the children to read the clues and find the objects in order.  Either put a treat by the last clue or give them a treat when they have all the counters in order.

3. Cut the clues apart and hide them so each clue leads the children to the next clue.  

4. If you have a number of children participating, put numbers, stickers, or stamps by the answers to the clues.  The children must put the correct number by the correct clue.  When they are all finished, they can pick a treat.
