Instructions and Answers for Kitchen Scavenger Hunt

Here are some ways to use this hunt.

1. Put a small treat by the answer to each clue.

2. If you have a bunch of people give them each a clue sheet.  Put stickers or a number by the answer to each clue.  Each person must put the number or sticker on the page next to the clue.  When each person has all the stickers or numbers he or she can pick a treat.

3. Cut out the clues and hide each one so they lead to each other.  For example, hide the second clue by the garbage or recycling can.  The child will read that clue and find the third clue by the sink.  Hide a treat by a candle, the last clue.
